MAYSVILLE RENAISSANCE BOARD

2015 was another very successful year for the City of Maysville's Main Street District.  The Renaissance Board, who governs many of the projects and activities in the District, requested funding to continue the facade program.  Because of a tight City budget, this program was not extended, but numerous projects from 2014 carried over into 2015.  These projects continued a long line of improvements, both private and public, in the District.  It is estimated that $169,000 was invested in private building rehabilitation, and $356,000 in public improvements.  

Public Projects include:

Second Street Paving

Remodeled Montgomery Room of the Conference Center

Cox Building Fascia Renovations

Additional Docks at Limestone Landing

Roof and Tuckpointing on Conference Center

Handicap Accessible Parking

Storm Drain and Catch Basin Repairs

New Fixtures in Outdoor Public Bathroom 
One of the major facts that stands out in 2015 is the retention of jobs and businesses.  It is estimated that there are 750 jobs in the downtown Main Street District, which included the addition of 12 new jobs, the opening of 6 new businesses, and the expansion of 4.  Two jobs were estimated to have been lost, leaving a net gain of 10; and one business closed, leaving a net gain of 5.  These statistics aid in supporting one of the Board's goals, which was to fill empty store fronts and assemble a healthy mix of retail business.  While it is estimated that there are still 8 vacant store fronts in the District, the Board will continue to work with other organizations and property owners to get these occupied.
Finally, the Board applied for and received a grant to install new ornamental benches in the District.  These benches were a part of streetscape improvements that were listed in the 2015 Work Plan.
